Earlier this year, | made the decision to once again challenge the status quo by running for Maryland
State Senate, District 23. And while this is a challenging race, | know it is a fight worth having. Our community
deserves a vocal progressive advocate that stands up to money, power, and politicians and fights for what's right.

Over the course of my campaigns and board service, | have gone door-to-door to 15,000 homes and attended 500+
events to better understand the needs of our community.
